Grain sown years ago – bears fruit ...
Apple tree is growing in the square next to the palace-museum of priest prelate Józef Obrembski. Planted by the hand of a saintly landlord it bears fruit every year... It drops good-looking apples to the ground, and people passing through the square bend down, pick them up from the ground and taste their juicy pulp. They feel happy... They visit the museum later. A unique place with a unique atmosphere. It is the fruit of the entire life of the 105-year-old Patriarch of the Vilnius Region. And here too – just like apple fruit – you can reach for a word that has a chance to take root in the mind and heart. If it falls into fertile soil, the seeds will grow into a new tree which bears a good, valuable life. 

The generational chain of the tree planted in the past seems to be uninterrupted. Seeds are carefully selected from the apples and distributed to people visiting the museum. They find new places to grow, new soils that accept the seeds so that a completely new tree can grow. This is the mission of the museum – to save from oblivion the deeds of the man who has shaped the spirituality of the inhabitants of the Vilnius Region for over a hundred years. You will know them by their fruits. (...) This is how every good tree bears good fruit – St. Matthew makes us aware of evangelical truth. Priest Prelate Obrembski's Tree of Life bears great fruit today – the museum, with the help of the INTERREG project, is a modern institution, frequently visited by young and old. Thanks to the apple tree planted many years ago, other apple trees grow in many places around the world. And yet from the same tree...
